	A boat will take a Two-Turns Penalty when she has broken a rule of Part 2 ‘When boats meet”

	A boat will take a One-Turn Penalty when she has broken rule 31 “Touching a mark”

	A boat will take a One-Turn Penalty if she prematurely crosses the start line.

	The protest time limit will be 2 hours after the last boat has finished the race.

	Protest notices to inform competitors of hearings, will be posted on the official notice board within 30 minutes of the end of the protest time.  Protests will be heard as soon as possible and in the approximate order of receipt.

	Safety Regulations

	All skippers will sign-on the race sheet prior to the commencement of the race and will sign-off the race sheet within 2 hours of completion of the race

	
	13.2
	Signing off will be considered as a declaration that the boat concerned has completed the race in accordance with the current rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing, the Special Regulations of the YA

	
	13.3
	A boat which retires from a race shall advise the race committee as soon as practicable via VHF Channel 73 or any other means possible (e.g. mobile phone) giving their current location and status.

	
	13.4
	All boats shall comply with Transport Operations (Maritime Safety) Act 1994 and Regulation 1995.

	Equipment and Measurement checks

	A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the rules and sailing instructions by either the PCSC or CCYC Safety Officer or their nominee

	All competing boats shall carry radio communication equipment capable of transmitting and receiving VHF 73.

	Any yacht failing to make a schedule report shall make all attempts possible to have her position passed on to the race committee.

	A yacht shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio (or any other electronic device) communication not available to all yachts.
